All charges must be taken care of before play starts.

suitable for play. The decision of the superintendent, the golf professional on duty
shall make the decision

e Postings regarding the golf course condition or regulations must be adhered to
without exception.

e The Golf Shoppe staff may clear the golf course at their discretion.

e No beverages and/or coolers are permitted on the golf course unless
supplied by the club. No food or drinks are allowed unless purchased at the
club.

e All members and guests must have proper attire to proceed onto the golf course.

e Men- collared shirt, golf pants or shorts of respectable length (no denim), we
prefer no cargo, but understand that cargo shorts and pants are in style,
must be neat in appearance.
